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This lecture discusses the ideas and practices of separating Jews and Arabs into distinct urban
spaces in Jerusalem.

Dr. Campos earned her PhD in 2003 from Stanford University, taught in the Department of
Near Eastern Studies at Cornell University and is now Associate Professor of Modern Middle
Eastern Studies History at Florida University. Her areas of interest include the late Ottoman
Empire, the social history of historical Palestine, Muslim-non-Muslim relations, urban history
and social networks.
