Self-repair of damage
— a challenge that is solved by various plant species?

The Hilgendorf Lecture series aims at promoting evolutionary thinking across

disciplines. The lecture is named after Franz M. Hilgendorf (1834-1904), a

palaeontologist from Tlbingen who, in 1863, constructed the first empirical

phylogenetic tree of fossil organisms using snail shells. He thus provided the first fossil

proof of gradual evolution and speciation as proposed by Darwin’s theory of evolution.
