TRANSPORTATION

ARRIVAL BY PLANE

The closest airport to Aix-en-Provence and Marseille is MARSEILLE-
PROVENCE AIRPORT located approximatively 20 miles away from Aix-en-
Provence or Marseille.

ARRIVAL BY TRAIN

There are two different train stations “gares” associated with Aix-en-
Provence:
e the Gare SNCF Aix Centre-Ville is located downtown Aix
e AIXTGV is the high speed train station located about 15 minutes by bus
outside of Aix-en-Provence.
Only one Train station is associated to Marseille: Gare SNCF Marseille
