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Tiibingen Delegation Visited Taiwan’s Ministry of Education

A delegation from Tibingen University led by the university's president, Prof. Dr. Bernd Engler, visited
the Ministry of Education of the Republic of China on 2 March, 2016 to exchange ideas on future
cooperation. The MOE does support Tdbingen University's Department of Chinese and Korean Studies
and the European Research Center on Contemporary Taiwan (CCKF-ERCCT) in different projects since
long. During the visit, Prof. Gunter Schubert, Chair of Greater China Studies and the CCKF-ERCCT's
current director, reported on the results of ongoing jointly conducted projects and highlighted new
areas where mutual cooperation is possible.

During their visit in Taiwan, which lasted from 28 February to 4 March, 2016, a cooperation agreement
between Tlbingen University and National Cheng Kung University, located in southern Taiwan, was
signed. NCKU’s Department of Political Science and Law and the CCKF-ERCCT have been partners for
some years already — so a university-level agreement to promote more and wider exchange between
both universities is built on solid ground.

Moreover, the delegation visited National Taiwan University (NTU) on 3 March, 2016 to discuss new
cooperative research initiatives, particularly in the natural sciences. National Taiwan University is a
partner of Tubingen University. Both sides also appreciated the close relations between the CCKF-ERCCT
and various NTU institutions. Specific cooperation agreements were signed between the CCKF-ERCCT
and the College of Social Sciences, the Department of Political Science and the Department of Sociology
in 2008. In 2011, another agreement was signed between the CCKF-ERCCT and NTU's College of Law.
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International Workshop “Assessing the Presidency of Ma Ying-jeou”

In collaboration with the China Policy Institute at the University of Nottingham, the CCKF-ERCCT hosted
an international two day-workshop titled "Assessing the Presidency of Ma Ying-jeou" on 12-13
December, 2015. Renowned scholars from Taiwan and Europe discussed the developments of the past
eight years from a variety of angles. The papers and discussions covered the political, economic and
social changes and challenges that marked the Ma era since the Presidential elections in 2008. The
paper presentations incited intensive debates. Central themes included Taiwan's relationship with the
People's Republic of China, party change and the transformation of civil society before and after the
“Sunflower Movement”. The contributions to this workshop will be revised and published as an edited
volume by CCKF-ERCCT Fellow André Beckershoff and CCKF-ERCCT Director Prof. Gunter Schubert.

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CCKF-ERCCT Fellowship 2016: Now Open for Applications

In 2016 the CCKF-ERCCT again awards a Research Fellowship from October, comprising a monthly grant
of 1000 Euro and expenses for a round trip air ticket to Taiwan (up to 1,200 Euro) for a talented and highly
qualified postgraduate (doctoral candidate or postdoc) from Europe, or Taiwanese postdoc based in
Europe, who specialises in the fields of Taiwanese politics, society, law, economics, or cross-strait
relations. Applicants must be European doctoral students or European postdocs based at European or
Taiwanese universities or Taiwanese postdocs based in Europe, and should apply with a project that is
at an early stage. Applicants whose research is in a more advanced state, i.e. who have been working
on their project for more than one year, are not eligible to apply.

The successful grantee automatically becomes a CCKF-ERCCT Research Fellow. She or he is required to
stay at the CCKF-ERCCT for at least one year to take part in its programme and activities and to spend a
substantial time in Taiwan for fieldwork where she or he will be hosted by one of the CCKF-ERCCT
partner institutions. German language skills are not mandatory. If you are interested, please submit a
cover letter, CV and copies of your academic degrees in addition to a research proposal of no more than
10 pages which describes your project and highlights its academic relevance. A bibliography containing
recent publications most relevant to your specific research field (not more than 50 titles) should be
added to the proposal.

The CCKF-ERCCT Fellowship 2016 is granted starting October, 2016, the position can be taken up until
mid-November. The application deadline is 31 May, 2016.
