Global finance capitalism is currently in crisis. In the USA, the country has not fully
recovered from the 2008 financial crisis. The election of President Trump is one of the
consequences. In Europe, the UK has decided to leave the EU. Japan’s economic stagnation since
the 1990s has worsened. In Japan, despite the Bank of Japan’s (BOJ) extra-dimensional easing,
deflation has yet to be overcome.

The lecture will +theoretically exomine these global problems from the perspective of
international finance. At the some time, the problems of conventional economics will be
discussed.
