Germany has a long Christian tradition and Christianity is embedded in people’s lives and
thinking. In this lecture, we learn about Christianity’s significant influence on German
history. How was Christianity received in Germany and how did it develop?

The course covers the history and development of Christianity in Germany from the Middle Ages
to the present day. The course will also cover cultural and political issues, such as the
impact of Luther and the Reformation on world history, the outstanding religious music of
J.S. Bach, as well as the relationship with Nazism in the 20th century. These historical
traces are still visible in the town today. Local fieldwork is planned, including visits to
medieval churches, listening to church music and tracing the traces of Nazism.
