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Yearly costs

How much it will cost you to live in
Brisbane will depend partly on your
lifestyle preferences. For example, if
you live in a share house off-campus,
your yearly budget will be in the range
of $12,960 - $33,060.

In addition to this amount, you will
also need to consider establishment
costs such as buying furniture, paying
a rental bond and setting up electricity,
gas and mobile phone accounts, as
well as other expenses such as visa
and medical fees, tuition fees, return
airfares, and Overseas Student Health
Cover (OSHC). Remember that
exchange rate variations may also
affect your budget.

Working while studying

If you have a student visa you can
work up to 40 hours per fortnight

expenses with a casual job.

If you are studying at UQ on a
scholarship, you should contact your
scholarship provider about how many
hours you are permitted to work each
week.

Tuition fees

Study Abroad - four courses

If you apply for the standard four-
course Study Abroad program for 2022,
you will pay a tuition fee of $13,180 per
semester regardless of the number of
courses taken. A standard full-time load
for one semester at UQ is eight units
(which usually equates to four courses).
Please note, this fee is indexed annually
and is subject to change.

Study Abroad - three courses

If you apply for the three-course Study
Abroad program for 2022, you will pay
a reduced tuition fee of $9,885 per
semester but you will be restricted to
taking six units (three courses) only.
Please check with your home university
before choosing this option to ensure
that you will receive the credit that you
need when you return.

Health insurance

If you will be coming to Australia on a
student visa, you will need to purchase
and maintain Overseas Student Health
Cover (OSHC) as one of the conditions
of your visa. This is an insurance policy
that covers you for basic medical and

hospital care and is required from the day
you arrive in Australia until you leave. UQ's
preferred OSHC provider is Allianz Care.

UQ can organise your OSHC with Allianz
when you accept your UQ offer and pay
your tuition fee deposit. Alternatively,
you can obtain your own OSHC from a
government-approved OSHC provider.

Credit transfer

Credit gained at UQ is in most cases
transferable to your degree at your
home university.

It is important that your home
institution approves your intended
course of study to ensure smooth

credit transfer. Make sure you check
with your home university if you must
enrol in a full-time load (four courses)
or are able to do the three-course
option. A standard full-time load at UQ
is eight units, which usually equates to
four courses per semester.

You may take courses across multiple
faculties as long as your course choices
are approved by your home university.
Most courses are open to Study Abroad
and Incoming Exchange students.

All international students applying to study
in Australia must have a student visa unless
they have an alternative visa that enables
them to study. If you are granted a student
visa, you must comply with all student

Suspensions, deferrals and
cancellations

If you wish to defer (i.e. delay commencing
the Study Abroad or Incoming Exchange
program), please contact the Study Abroad
and Incoming Exchange Office as soon as
possible. You may be able to apply for a
deferral for up to two years.

Once you commence study, you may also
suspend or cancel your enrolment on
compassionate or other compelling grounds.
The University may also suspend or cancel
your enrolment for a number of reasons
including misbehaviour, poor academic
standing and unsatisfactory academic
progress. Please note that any suspensions,
deferrals or cancellations may affect your
student visa or visa application.
