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Abstract:

By basing its serialization on an almost continued offer of short serials mainly 

funded by product placement, Korean TV drama takes place in an immediate 

temporality and can be introduced as the paragon of TV series in a society of 

flow. This presentation aims to discuss main features of Korean contemporary 

TV drama and their recent evolution in a context of strong competition and of 

noticeable changes influencing the quality of the production.
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
