BASIC INCOME (GRUNDEINKOMMEN) has attracted increasing attention in the German-speaking world
in recent years. In this course, we will discuss basic income along with related topics such
as de-growth, basic needs and gender, and will consider these together.
As an introduction, students will experience the educational game developed in Germany called
“Good life for all”. Also, we have some questions for the class. For example, "What is included
in the list of basic needs for you?”, ”"Is it the same in case the economy is growing or moving
towards de-growth?”, “What separates labour from non-labour activities for you?”, “What would
you do if you no longer had to work for money?”
To address these questions, students will work in groups during class, conduct interviews in
the city outside of class time, and report their results in class. Course materials will
primarily be prepared in English excluding the textbook. Additionally, the course will be
conducted in both English and Japanese ensure that non-native Japanese speakers are not
disadvantaged.
