In this lecture, we will work on to elucidate the fundaomental features of contemporary German
philosophy. For this reason, the main subject of discussion will be focused on the principal
theories of the mainstream of German philosophy since the 20™ century.

Kant will be taken up as an important philosopher who forms the background of the whole as
the pioneer of German philosophy and as the philosopher who defined the elements constituting
the ’German’ tradition of ’German’ philosophy since the 20™ century.

The philosophers discussed in this lecture will be Kant, Husserl, Heidegger, and Gadamer. In
terms of philosophical standpoints, the character traits of transcendental philosophy as the
foundation of German philosophy, will be clarified. Also, phenomenology, ontology,
hermeneutics, and critical theory will be taken up as the inheritance, development, and
criticism of transcendental philosophy.
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
