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Content & Objectives:

The seminar will deal with selected topics in public economics. Students are expected to write
a 20-page essay (bachelor thesis) and to present their work in class (both in English). Essays
and presentations are based on journal articles. Having some basic knowledge in empirical eco-
nomics and microeconomic theory is very helpful, as the articles usually apply micro-econometric
techniques as well as micro theory models.
