Agreement on the Supervision of Doctoral Students within

the Graduate Programme of the IFIB

The need for and the effectiveness of the prescribed supervisory agreement prescribed by the Faculty of Science in adopting as a graduate student by the faculty remains unaffected.
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Preamble

a. In accordance with the DFG recommendations for drawing up supervision agreements, the DFG guidelines for safeguarding good scientific practice and the Doctoral Degree Regulations laid down by the Faculty of Science at the University of Tübingen, the doctoral student and his supervisor complete this agreement 6 months at the latest after work on the dissertation starts. Its purpose is to facilitate the structuring and planning of the doctoral project and to determine, if necessary, the subject matter of the field-specific and interdisciplinary qualifications.

b. This agreement can, at any time, be revised with respect to the further development of the research questions of the dissertation, as well as to individual qualifying elements and time frames/milestones, on condition that the supervisor and doctoral student agree and the IFIB Graduate Programme Executive Board is informed. This is information is conveyed in writing in accordance with 4 b).

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Responsibilities of Supervisors and Doctoral Student
a) The principal supervisor and the doctoral committee provide the doctoral student with expert advice on the independent execution of the dissertation, particularly by:

· Recommendations on formulation and definition of topic and research question

· Discussion on and appraisal of hypotheses and methods

· Discussion on and evaluation of results

· At least non-material encouragement and support for participation in colloquia and scientific meetings and for scientific publications

· Facilitation, if applicable, of practical experience and organization of the necessary infrastructure (e.g. use of laboratories or research data)

· Support in an advisory capacity with composition and form (structure, language)

b) The doctoral student reports regularly to his principal supervisor on the progress of the doctoral project. In particular, proposed changes to the original agreements must be indicated.

c) The doctoral student reports to the doctoral committee at regular intervals, at least, however, once a year, on the progress of the doctoral project. A short protocol of the discussion is drawn up, signed by all present and sent to the Coordinator. 

The supervisors support the doctoral student with regard to the rapid progress of the doctoral project. They enable the doctoral student to participate in the courses of study of the IFIB Graduate Programme. In return, the doctoral student engages to facilitate the supervision mentioned in paragraphs a) and c) and to avail of it by working to schedule on the doctoral project and keeping in regular and continual contact with the supervisors. 
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Particular Measures to Facilitate the Compatibility of Family and Scientific Research
The supervisors are required to take particular family circumstances into consideration, especially with regard to the compatibility of family and scientific research when planning the schedule, establishing the topic and organizing doctoral examination procedure. The doctoral student is obliged to inform the supervisors should such circumstances be the case.
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Regulations for Cases of Conflict

a) Should scientific and personal disagreements arise which would exert a long-term negative influence on a constructive and target-oriented cooperation, based on trust, and which at least one of the parties involved does not consider to be capable of being resolved without mediation, then this party or all the parties involved should bring the matter before the IFIB Doctoral Programme Executive Board.

b) If the doctoral project or the supervision is broken off, both the doctoral student and the supervisors must submit a written explanation to the Coordinator of the IFIB Graduate Programme. If the supervisory relationship is dissolved, the Coordinator strives to initiate a further supervisory relationship, if this is possible under the scientific and structural circumstances.
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Salvatorius Clause

Should individual provisions in this agreement be partially or completely invalid, the agreement as a whole remains valid.
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Further Regulations and Area of Application
a) The supervisors and the doctoral student agree to recognize the Doctoral Degrees Regulations of the Faculty of Science of the University of Tübingen as an integral part of the agreement and to act according to the rules laid down therein. 

b) The doctoral student and the supervisors engage to implement the rules of good scientific practice as stated in the preamble. This means that the doctoral student is obliged, in cases of doubt, to seek advice from his supervisors or other persons in a position of trust. For supervisors it means they have the explicit responsibility to abide by and specify copyright regulations with respect to the texts and findings of the doctoral student.

c) All parties agree that general information on the project that serves the acquisition of statistical data and the evaluation of doctoral supervision by the IFIB Graduate Programme, together with the work schedule and protocols, should be passed on to the Coordinator.
