The project will assess the usefulness of digital tools and apps for bird
identification during a field trip (e.g., Merlin, eBird, Kl supported
binoculars (Swarovski Ax-Visio), other applications and tools, such as
thermal imaging). The project will be carried out as an experiment in
the field following standard protocols (treatment-control group designs)
and will assess outcome variables such as learning achievement,
motivation, but also psychological restoration and some physiological
parameters (e.g., cortisol). Some work will be done in the lab in
addition.
