2. „Dear Prof. Y“  most common form 

3. „Esteemed/Honoured Prof. Dr. Y“ 
    very formal and sincere (can be used, but is used rarely) 

4. „Hello Mr./Ms./Mx. Y“  if you know them well 

5. „Hi!/Hello!“  avoid (can be considered disrespectful) 

6. „To whom it may concern“   use only if you do not know them and 
   don‘t know if they are right addressee 

And after the address…

How to write a complete email  

Formulate a 
concrete question.

Stick to the formalities of 
a letter: Correct form of 

address (Title, Dear Sir or 
Madam...). 

Introduce yourself briefly.

Use only the information 
that is important for 

formulating your question 
and for understanding 
your issue or problem. 

Give enough information.
Conclude in an orderly 

manner (With best 
regards etc.).
