Handbook on Cohesion Policy in the EU (Edward Elgar, 2016); The Theory of Multi-Level
Governance (Oxford University Press, 2010). In 2017 Prof. Piattoni was guest lecturer at the Jean
Monnet Centre of Excellence PRRIDE at the University of Tubingen.
