Section IV – Submission:

One printed copy and a PDF of the Master's Thesis must be submitted to the Examination Office by the last day of the semester (March 31 or September 30). Supervisors must also receive a copy of the thesis, which can either by a printed copy or a PDF file at their discretion.

The Master's Thesis must be written in English and must contain a summary (abstract) with a minimum of 2000 and a maximum of 3000 characters. The form of the title page and the subsequent declaration pages are specified in a document available for download on the ASHE website. Another title page can be inserted before the official title page.

The oral exam, in the form of a public 15-minute lecture with a 5-minute discussion, usually takes place on the Friday of the first lecture week of the following semester.
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
